The 2006 results
show that smallmouth bass com-

lowed by yellow perch (35%), wall-

The figure below shows the length frequencies of channel catfish, smallmouth bass, and walleye at Arvada Blunn

Reservoir.

The vertical bars represent the number of fish at a particular length. Channel catfish are typically dif-

ficult to collect with electrofishing and gillnets, so their relatively good showing in the collections indicates a ro-
bust population. Catfish up to 29” were collected (Master Angler length is 30”). Smallmouth showed a good
range of sizes, with fish up to 18” collected.
