From Fort Collins, take I-25 north 20 miles to the Carr exit.  Go east 2 miles to County Roads 126 & 17.  The west parking 
area is 1/2 mile north of CR 126 on CR 17.  The east parking lot is north of CR 126 at the southeast corner of the State 
Trust Land about 4 miles east of CR 17 (2 1/2 miles east of the town of Carr).

#901.A:  Reservations may be made by calling 1-800-846-9453. 
Reservations are not accepted more than 14 days in advance of 
the hunt date, nor after 12:00 noon on the day before the hunt 
date, or Friday at 12:00 noon for Sundays and holidays falling on 
Monday. Hunters who wish to cancel a reservation must do so 
no later than 12:00 noon on the day before the hunt date. Failure 
to hunt a reserved area without prior cancellation, or follow 
check station procedures, may cause forfeiture of the privilege to 
make reservations for the remainder of the hunting season. Hunt-
ers are limited to a maximum of one reservation per hunt date 
and one reservation per phone call. Reservations are not transfer-
able. The individual named on the reservation must be at the 
property on the day of the hunt and be a licensed hunter for the 
species to be hunted.  
 

Caution—Bison may be present 
 

Regulations: 
 
A. Public access is limited to pronghorn hunting during estab-

lished pronghorn hunting seasons.  
B. Hunting from blinds, including tree stands, is prohibited.  
C. Fires are prohibited. This includes, but is not limited to, 

open fires, BBQ's, sterno, stoves and smoking.  
D. Access and parking are limited to reservation holders legally 

parked in designated parking areas and one non-hunting 
companion.  

E. A reservation is required for all hunting. Reservations may 
be made in accordance with #901.A of these regulations.  

F. Hunters must check in and check out at the designated 
check station.  

In addition to or in place of those restrictions listed in regulation #900 the above listed provisions 
or restrictions apply (see Chapter 9, http://wildlife.state.co.us/RulesRegs/Regulations/). 
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
